Jesus experienced? (See Isaiah 53:4-5)

c) Mark 15:21 Who did the soldiers compel to carry the cross of Jesus
and what is the significance of the detailed description of this
individual?

3. The crucifixion of Jesus

a) Mark 15:22-32 What impresses you as you consider Mark’s inspired
record of the crucifixion of Jesus?

b) Mark 15:33 What is the significance of darkness covering the land for three
hours? (Psalm 18:11)

c) Mark 15:34-37 What are your thoughts about the prayer Jesus offered from
the cross, quoting Psalm 22:17

Mark 15:42-45 Why did it take courage for Joseph of Arimathea to
ask Pilate for the body of Jesus?

Mark 15:46 What are your thoughts about the way Joseph of Arimathea
cared for the body of Jesus?

Who assisted Joseph? John 19:38-42
